The five year plan includes an overview of the
problem, goals, objectives and target outcomes, along
with suggested strategies to be implemented. lItis closely
linked to Wisconsin's Health Plan: Healthiest Wisconsin
2020, Everyone Living Better Longer. The intent of the
plan is to foster community partnerships in order to
improve the health of our residents. Health is not
something we get at a doctor's office; it starts in our

Also making
sure our youth have healthy
alternatives for social
activities.

The next steps are
to share this plan with the
community and establish
workgroups or tap into
existing coalitions to
implement the strategies
and measure success
toward the goals. It is our
hope that community
members will read through
the plan and find some way
to incorporate these
strategies into your work,
home and your lifestyle.
