Two county meetings on the
expansion of Hometown Trolley
& the future of the fair grounds

The Forest County Fair Committee met in the

board room at 10:00 a.m. on September 12. A number of
things were discussed at the meeting, including the
possible movement of the Forest County Fair grounds to
the Brush Run or some other location.

Currently, Hometown Trolley is planning an
expansion in the near future, and a possible bigger
expansion in the long term. The numbers given for the first
expansion, which would have to be made to the south to
keep a straight line of manufacturing, would require an
additional 75 feet of existing fair grounds. The second
expansion, should it occur, would require an additional
125 feet of fair grounds.

The meeting turned into a discussion of the
county fair and the need for maintenance on the grounds
and if there could be an expansion of Hometown Trolley
without moving the fair to a new site.

Howard Sipple brought out that there was a
covenant in the deed that required the county to provide
another fair grounds of equal or better quality should the
county want the current grounds for another use.

This was debated until the county attorney found
the deed covenant online and read it to those attending.
This meant that until further negotiations were held
between the Ag Society, the county board, the fair
committee and likely the City of Crandon, a sale or transfer
of land could not be made. Lincoln Board Member Steve
Bunda suggested a possible lease to facilitate the building
project by Hometown Trolley. He also suggested an ad
hoc committee to work on the project.

An idea that has popped up through the years on
this subject is to move the fair to the Crandon International
Off-road Raceway grounds (referred to as Brush Run
grounds by everybody). The Ag Society was adamant on
saying no to this proposal as it is not publicly owned, thus
not giving them a for-sure long-term site for a fair. This
brought the Forest County Fair Committee meeting to an

RHINELANDER, Wis. (September 12, 2017) – For
the fifth year in a row the amount of timber sold from the
Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest has increased.

“The Forest sold more than 100 million board feet
in 2016, this was the first time we had been at that level
since 2001,” said Paul Strong, Forest Supervisor,
Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest. “Through the
incredible work of our employees and Farm Bill authorities
like Stewardship Contracting and Good Neighbor
Authority the Forest has been able to considerably
increase timber sales and sustainable forest management
activities occurring across the National Forest.”

With a month left in the federal fiscal year, the
Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest has sold 118.4
million board feet (MMBF) of timber and anticipates selling
an additional 4.7 MMBF by September 30 through a
competitive bid process.

“In all, the Forest could sell a little more than 123
MMBF of timber this year,” said Strong. “That is a
tremendous accomplishment which not only increases
progress towards the goals and objectives outlined in the
Forest Plan but supports the local communities where our
employees live and work.”

Timber sale levels continue to

New Interactive Web Tool Available to Hunters
Rhinelander, WI - As the ruffed grouse cycle

continues its upward trajectory towards a cyclic
population peak in Wisconsin, hunters from all over the
country will be seeking new locations to hunt over the next
few years. Often overlooked by many grouse hunters are
the nearly 2.4 million acres of publically owned county
forests in Wisconsin. Twenty-nine individual county
forests, found primarily in northern and western Wisconsin
and in much of the state's primary ruffed grouse range,
collectively make the county forest system the largest
public land base in Wisconsin.

Jane Severt, Executive Director of the Wisconsin
County Forests Association (WCFA) states, “Nearly all
County Forest lands in Wisconsin are open for ruffed
grouse and woodcock hunting. These lands have ongoing
forest management programs that include the largest
acreage of young forest habitat in the state, approximately
887,000 acres. This young forest habitat provides the
critical cover and food resources needed for ruffed grouse
and woodcock populations to thrive and ample area for
hunters to pursue their prey.”

RHINELANDER, Wis. (September 12, 2017) –
Currently, 43 Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest
personnel, some of which are emergency fire hires, are
helping to fight wildfires in western states.

These personnel are supporting efforts in Montana,
Oregon, Nevada, California, South Dakota and Washington.

Since August 10 the National Preparedness Level
has been at the highest level, Level 5. This level reflects the
high degree of wildfire activity that is occurring, the major
commitment of fire resources and the probability that severe
conditions will continue. The level is set by the National Multi-
Agency Coordination Group (NMAC), which consists of top
federal and state fire managers.

“Fighting wildfires is a team effort,” said Jim Grant,
Fire Management Officer, Chequamegon-Nicolet National
Forest. “The conditions fire personnel work in – the heat,
smoke, mountainous terrain in the west – are all very
challenging requiring a constant stream of new people
coming in and others going home to rest.”

Typically, fire assignments are for 14 days plus travel
and working 16 hour days in harsh conditions including the
smoke from the fires, heat, altitude, mountainous terrain and
sleeping in tents.

In addition to Forest employees, the Chequamegon-
Nicolet National Forest also manages the Wisconsin
Interagency Coordination Center (WICC) which sends out
interagency crews to support firefighting efforts. So far, three
20-person WICC crews have been dispatched to Arizona,
Montana and Utah. These crews consisted of personnel from
the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, Bureau of
Indian Affairs, National Park Service, US Fish and Wildlife
Service, Bureau of Land Management and the Menominee
Tribe. The Forest has also dispatched four 10-person camp
crews associated with the Blackwell Job Corps Center.

“So far this fire season, 325 Forest Service personnel
have been dispatched,” said Grant. “Many of those personnel
have been on multiple assignments since February when the
season began in Missouri assisting with fire suppression and
prescribed burns.”

The Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest
maintains a fire staff of 23 people. When they are not
contributing to national efforts in wildfire suppression, natural
disaster response and fuel reduction projects, they contribute
to the land management on the Chequamegon-Nicolet
National Forest. They conduct prescribed burns to restore the
health of fire-adapted ecosystems and to improve habitat for
wildlife, reduce hazardous fuel loading on the National Forest
adjacent to private lands, and work with partner agencies and
local units of government on wildfire response and
preparedness.

Since 1985, 30 distinct ruffed grouse and
woodcock habitat management areas have been
established on Wisconsin County Forests in cooperation
with the Ruffed Grouse Society. Funding and technical
advice from RGS has provided the means for the land
managers to provide prime habitat for these and other
wildlife species that utilize young forest habitats. Though
designed to provide essential habitat for the birds and
improve recreational hunting opportunities, these
management areas are often overlooked and underutilized
by hunters not familiar with them. With the help of the
Ruffed Grouse Society and the Wisconsin Department of
Tourism, this is changing.

These organizations have worked with WCFA to
develop a web based interactive map tool that grouse and
woodcock hunters can use both in their homes or in the field
to plan or conduct hunting excursions.

This tool providing in-depth locations and
background information on 12 cooperative ruffed grouse
habitat management areas covering over 44,000 acres on
12 different Wisconsin County Forests. This tool is housed

These areas range in size from 600 to nearly 11,000
acres providing hunters with their choice of hunting
opportunities. Some have more extensive hunter walking
trail systems while others are more suited for hunters
wanting to get off the beaten tract. These sites are located

all across northern and western Wisconsin allowing hunters to
travel from area to area or concentrate on one or two
management areas in a particular region of the state.

Information provided for each management area
includes driving instructions, GPS coordinates for
trailheads/parking areas, acreage of units, length of hunter
walking trails, nearest towns with food, gas or lodging and local
contacts for information about the county forest, chamber of
commerce and closest veterinary services. In addition,
downloadable maps of the individual grouse management
areas are provided for each site. These maps identify the
management area boundaries, parking lots, and hunter walking
trail systems with many including maps with breakdowns of
forest types and aspen age classes that should prove very
useful to perspective hunters.

“Though these specific 12 grouse management areas
are being highlighted under this program, hundreds of
thousands of additional acres of young forest habitat are
available on other locations on county forests throughout
Wisconsin. Grouse and woodcock hunters should have ample
opportunities to enjoy their sport across Wisconsin's County
Forests,” reports Eric Holm, Price County Forest Administrator.

Last year, the Forest sold 114.8 MMBF for a
value of $9.77 million. In 2016, contractors harvested
99.36 MMBF of timber valued at $8.1 million. Timber
purchasers typically have two to three years to complete
harvest operations after purchasing a sale.

In addition to the Forest’s timber program
contributing to the local economy, the Forest also offers
the full spectrum of outdoor recreation opportunities.
From developed campgrounds to primitive camping, to
beaches, boat launches and picnic areas, to non-
motorized and motorized trails, and the thousands of
miles of roads open to vehicles, the Forest provides a
variety of outdoor experiences that draw locals and
visitors alike to the National Forest.

“Fall color season is just around the corner,
which is a beautiful time of year to enjoy your National
Forest and northern Wisconsin,” said Strong.

end, but there was also a special meeting of the full county
board scheduled at 1:00 p.m. on the same day.

With lunch under their belt, the full board took
their places at 1:00 p.m.

Dustin Pence was there representing Hometown
Trolley. He explained that Hometown Trolley has world-
wide sales, providing 57 jobs for the area, and that they
have to get an expansion in place starting in the late
autumn and finishing that expansion by early winter at the
latest. The size differed from the committee meeting held
in the morning. With the Phase II expansion, the trolley
company would need 300 feet of the fairgrounds, which
means 300 feet from the existing fence and the same
width, east and west, as the existing fence. If the fair
grounds were to stay, this would affect the horse arena
and the livestock barn in the southeast corner of the
grounds.

The proof of a deed covenant complicates
matters, and the board debated the possible options. It
should be noted that both the pro fairground people and
the county board are much in favor of a business
expansion that would add jobs to the county. Pence
stated that there could be another 50 to 150 jobs added
should Phase II come to fruition. Phase I is estimated to
provide ten extra jobs. It should also be noted that Pence
said a better road is necessary to service the expanded
business.

The deed covenant states that any replacement
of the existing fair grounds would have to be equal or
better, that it must be within three miles of the City of
Crandon, the county seat, and that the City of Crandon
would have the first option on the property.

The Board Chairman stated; "There is no attempt
by the county to get rid of the fair."

Howard Sipple was quite adamant that the Ag
Society would not sign off on any transfer of lands unless
the covenant on the land was met. He also pointed out
that the Society does not operate with taxpayer dollars.

It was generally agreed that this matter has to be
handled quickly to facilitate the Hometown Trolley
expansion, and that all the entities involved will have to
work together, which includes the Ag Society, City of
Crandon, the county and Hometown Trolley to come up
with a deal that will work for all involved.

The full county board meeting ended with two
votes of confidence. The first was to support the
Hometown Trolley expansion, and the second was to vote
for the fair site. A show of hands was unanimous with both
votes.

In some cases, people elect to get their insurance
through Marketplace coverage rather than enrolling in
Medicare during their initial enrollment period (IEP).
Oftentimes, they do this because they think that the
subsidies they receive to pay for their Marketplace
insurance plan will continue. They may also think that their
Marketplace insurance plan will be less than the
premiums they would have to pay to enroll in a Medicare
Part B plan. Yet, individuals eligible for premium-free
Medicare Part A are:

a) Ineligible for the subsidies that help pay the
cost associated with their Marketplace insurance plan; b)
Oftentimes unable to afford the Marketplace insurance
plan without the subsidies. (A Medicare Part B insurance
plan may be less expensive than a Marketplace plan
without the subsidies); and c) More likely to have a late
enrollment penalty (LEP) when they enroll in Part B. If they
have a LEP, the LEP will increase every month they don’t
enroll in a Medicare Part B plan.

As a result, these individuals need to enroll in
Medicare Part B. However, without the equitable relief
program explained below, doing so would cause the
following consequences: 1) A LEP; and 2) A gap in
insurance coverage until they could enroll in Medicare
Part B during the general enrollment period.

To address these consequences, the Centers for
Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) created a special
equitable relief program. The equitable relief program
allows qualified individuals to enroll in Medicare Part B if
they had previously kept their Marketplace plan, rather
than enroll in Medicare Part B during their IEP. For these
individuals, CMS will waive or decrease the LEP, and a
special enrollment period (SEP) ensures these individuals
will not experience a gap in insurance coverage. For most
individuals, Medicare Part B coverage will begin the
month the individual enrolls, but coverage may begin up
to two months earlier for some individuals.

To be eligible for the relief, individuals must
request it by September 30, 2017.

Who Qualifies for this equitable relief program?
An individual must satisfy all three of the following
requirements:

1. Currently or previously enrolled in a
Marketplace insurance plan for individuals and families;

2. Entitled to premium-free Part A; and
3. In addition: (a) Have had an IEP on or after April

1, 2013, to enroll into Medicare Part B; or, (b) Have been
notified on or after October 1, 2013, of a retroactive
premium-free Medicare Part A award.

Individuals must request the equitable relief from
the Social Security Administration and provide
documentation showing they had or have coverage
through the Marketplace for individuals and families.

Who Can Benefit from this Equitable Relief?
Individuals who:
1) Wish to enroll in Medicare Part B after having a

Marketplace plan and who did not use their IEP to enroll
into Medicare Part B. These people will have a SEP and
can enroll without having a LEP; or

2) Already terminated their Marketplace
coverage and enrolled in Medicare Part B with a LEP.
These individuals can use the equitable relief to decrease

or more likely completely eliminate their LEP.
Did CMS create a SEP for these people to enroll in

Medicare Part C or Medicare Part D? Yes, there are SEPs to
enroll in Medicare Parts C and D as explained below.

• Special Enrollment Period to enroll in Medicare
Part C: Individuals enrolled in premium-free Medicare Part
A and coverage through the Marketplace for individuals
and families will have an SEP to enroll in Medicare Part C
(with or without prescription drug coverage). The SEP
begins the month the individual receives notice of the
Medicare Part B enrollment confirmation and ends two
months later.

• Special Enrollment Period to enroll in Medicare
Part D: Individuals also have a SEP to enroll in Medicare
Part D and should consider enrolling in this if they do not
have another creditable prescription drug plan. The SEP
begins the month in which the Marketplace coverage
terminates and ends two months later. The effective date of
coverage for this SEP is the first of the month after the plan
receives the enrollment request. If their Marketplace plan
drug coverage is creditable, they should include their
dates of coverage under the Marketplace plan as
creditable coverage. That way, the months they had
prescription drug coverage in the Marketplace are not
counted towards any possible assessment of a Part D LEP.

What is the deadline to use this special equitable
relief to enroll in Medicare Part B? The deadline to request
for equitable relief is September 30, 2017, and, because the
best way to apply is through an in-person visit to a Social
Security office, individuals should not wait until the last
minute. Individuals may also call Social Security at 1-800-
772-1213 (TTY users should call 1-800-325-0778).
