Every election cycle feelings run high for various
candidates, either for or against. Every election cycle, we
have readers who would like to support their favorite
candidate, and choose to do so with a letter to the editor
pointing out the great attributes of the candidate they like
and the failings of his opponent.

It is a good thing when the electorate feels
strongly about elections, but it is an impossibility to publish
all of the letters that come in to our office. They all feel
strongly about their candidate, but not strongly enough to
spend a few bucks on an ad supporting that candidate. The
cost falls on the publisher, not the supporter.

The other thing that happens is that two letters in
favor of a candidate generates four letters for the other guy,
and then even more in favor of the original letters of
support. The only option is to print some of them, making
the letter writers who didn't get published angry.

We had to have some rules to live by, and the
choice was to have a free shot for every candidate who
wanted to spout his credentials and goals in our
"Candidate Spotlight" column. After the free shot in the
spotlight, all other political publishing had to be paid for.

The other rule we live by is no new issues in the
lastissue before an election. We have often had candidates
and letter writers who like to point out the faults of the
candidate they don't like in the last issue so there is no
longer avenue available to answer the charges.

We have run the Pioneer with these rules for
decades, and we are sticking with it, no exceptions.

» Start the day with 100 percent fruit or vegetable
juice.

* Add blueberries, raspberries, raisins, sliced
bananas or strawberries to cereal.

* Atsnack time, grab:

- An apple or orange, or a ziplock bag
filled with sweet cherries, grapes, dried dates, figs,
prunes, raisins or apricots.

- Carrot sticks, broccoli, or some red,
yellow and green pepper. Try dipping your vegetables in
low-fat dressing or salsa.

* Pick fruits and vegetables that require little
peeling or chopping, like baby carrots, cherry tomatoes,
cauliflower, grapes, apples, broccoli spears, an apple, a
banana, or abox of 100 percent fruit or vegetable juice.

* Buy low-fat yogurt, fruit juice and fruit to blend
to a quick fruit smoothie.

* Add an extra vegetable dish (like carrots, corn
or green beans) atdinner.

*Make a side-dish by stir frying cut vegetables
with vegetable oil and seasonings.

* Try something new! Have you ever tried
papayas? How about eggplant?

* Combine fruits and vegetables from different
flavors and colors, like red grapes with pineapple chunks
or cucumbers with red peppers.

* Keep fruits and vegetables visible and easily
accessible; store cut and cleaned produce at eye-level in
the refrigerator, or keep a big bowl of fruit on the table.

“This allows students to essentially create their own class schedules,” Haferman explained. “They complete the

coursework at the times that fit around their lives.”

The college’s Welding program started the Nicolet My Way format this past January. The Information Technology

Bonus antlerless harvest authorizations (formerly
known as tags) will be available for purchase starting
Monday, August 13 at 10 a.m. through the Go Wild website
and license sales locations.

The fall deer hunt is just around the corner - visit
dnr.wi.gov, keyword "deer" and prepare for another season
inthe woods.

Bonus antlerless harvest authorizations will be
sold at a rate of one per person per day until sold out or until
the 2018 deer hunting season ends. The cost is $12 each
for Wisconsin residents, $20 each for non-residents and $5
each foryouth ages 11 and under.

For a list of units with bonus antlerless harvest
authorizations available for purchase, visit dnr.wi.gov and
search keywords "bonus availability." These and all other
deer hunting licenses and harvest authorizations are
available online through the Go Wild website,
GoWild.Wl.gov (exit DNR) or at any of more than 1,000 Go
Wild license sales locations.

To prepare for the sale, each day at 9:45 a.m., an
online queuing system will be put in place to manage
volume in the Go Wild system. At 10 a.m. all online users
that are on the site will be randomly assigned a number and
staged into a "virtual" line regardless of the actual time you
entered into the system. There is no advantage for
customers who enter the site before 9:45 a.m. Please note
that customers who enter the site after the randomization
that occurs at 10:00 will be added to the end of "virtual" line
in the order in which they arrive. All visitors to the site
during this time period will experience the queuing system.

When you access the Go Wild site, follow the
prompts until you reach your personalized dashboard. To
purchase a bonus antlerless harvest authorization, click
the "Buy Licenses" button from the dashboard to open the
sales catalog - from there, you will find the Bonus Antlerless
Harvest Authorization at the very top of the list.

Health Department would like to give parents some tips for
a healthy start to the school year!

Tips for staying healthy this year: - Get enough
sleep. Sleep is an important factor to your child's health
and learning. 10-11 hours of sleep per night is the
recommendation for school-aged children. - Eat healthy.
It is important to have your child eat a healthy breakfast
before school. When packing snacks, make sure they are
healthy. Encourage your child to drink water throughout
the day and cut out sugary drinks. - Stay active.
Encourage your child to stay active after school by playing
outside or participating in after-school activities. Limit time
spent watching television, playing video games, or playing
on computers or tablets. - Cover your cough. Teach your
children to cough and sneeze into their elbow, not their
hands. - Wash your hands. Teach your child to wash their
hands often throughout the day, especially after coughing
and sneezing. - Get your immunizations. Review your
family's immunization records routinely to be sur that
everyone is up to date. Parents can look up their child's
vaccination records online using the Wisconsin
Immunization Registry at www.dhfswir.org. All they need is
the name, date of birth, and social security number.
Parents can also contact the Forest County Health
Department to request their children's vaccination status
or with any questions or concerns at 715-478-3371.

Flu season is right around the corner. The best
way to protect your family is to get them vaccinated. The
Health Department will be offering Flu shots at the schools
again this fall, watch for permission slips to come home.
The flu mist will not be available again this school year,
only the injectable vaccine.

The Northwood's Dental Project will be offering
free dental sealants and fluoride varnishes to all 2nd and
6th graders, as well as free fluoride varnishes to all
children 6 months to 5 years who are enrolled in or eligible
for Early Head Start, Head Start, 4-K, and Kindergarten.

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“Opioid Epidemic”

Not only is the Opioid Epidemic a nationwide concern, but Forest County is
experiencing it first hand. Drug dealers are profiting from destroying the families of our
community and are even responsible for the death of many loved ones. This is an issue that
needs to he aggressively combated with tactics that accommodate the societal changes within
our community.

The Wisconsin Enhanced Prescription Drug Monitoring Program (Wl ePDMP) provides
data on the controlled prescriptions dispensed in Wisconsin, law enforcement reports
submitted and the use of the ePDMP hy healthcare professionals. Law enforcement agencies
are required to submit reports when a person reports their controlled substance prescription
was stolen, when an officer suspects an individual experienced a fatal or non-fatal opioid
related overdose, and when an officer suspects an individual violated the Controlled
Substances Act (e.g. diversion of controlled substances, unlawful possession). According to the
2018 data in the WI ePDMP, Forest County ranks near the middle of the state in regard to
controlled substance prescription drug doses dispensed per capita. Forest County, however, is
currently ranked number one in the state for suspected narcotic-related deaths and non-fatal
opioid-related overdoses per capita. So far in 2018, there have been 5 reports submitted for
suspected narcotic-related deaths and 10 reports submitted for suspected non-fatal opioid-
related overdoses.

In my opinion, a more proactive approach could have been taken to combat the opioid
epidemic in Forest County. Naloxone (Narcan®) is a potentially life-saving medication that can
he administered to people who accidentally or intentionally overdose on opioids. Police officers
in several other Wisconsin counties have heen carrying naloxone for over two years so they can
administer it to overdose victims they encounter when responding to calls. Naloxone is not just
used on people who are abusing opioids; it can be used on individuals who have legitimate
prescriptions for opioids but suffer from respiratory depression for a variety of reasons (e.g.
drug interaction, incorrect dose.) It could also be used on a child who accidentally ingests a
family member's opioid prescription. Naloxone has been used in the field to save police officers
who accidentally ingest dangerous substances like fentanyl or carfentanil via inhalation or
touch when responding to calls where these substances are involved.

I spoke with Beth DeJongh, Pharm.D., BCPS, BCPP ahout naloxone several months
ago. Sheis ahoard certified psychiatric pharmacist and provides education to police officers in
0zaukee and Washington Counties on naloxone. Per Dr. DeJongh, there are no risks associated
with police officers carrying naloxone. The medication simply has no effect if it is administered
to an individual who has not ingested an opioid. The primary effects seen when naloxone is
administered to someone who has overdosed on an opioid are withdrawal effects, which are
uncomfortable but not life threatening. Naloxone is typically only administered in life or death
situations, so the henefits of this medication vastly outweigh any perceived risk. Police officers
in other counties were able to safely carry and administer naloxone after a 1 to 2 hour training.
Unfortunately, officers in Forest County have just been trained last month on how to use
naloxone and | feel it should not take an election year to prompt this type of training. The use of
opioids has been a long-standing issue in Forest County and is only continuing to worsen. This
training would have heen beneficial years ago and could have heen the determining factor in
many drug-related situations that turned negative.

I believe we can do more to help address the problems with opioids in Forest County
and | would like to take a two-pronged approach focused on prevention and intervention. There
are already many great initiatives within Forest County related to the opioid epidemic, but I
would like to build a stronger coalition consisting of police officers, healthcare professionals
and community members to streamline these efforts. Police officers should be working
alongside our healthcare professionals and community members to provide education, reduce
stigma and create ways for individuals to seek treatment before they hecome in trouble with the
law. Qualified healthcare professionals around the state are volunteering their time to provide
opioid-related education so this could come at no additional cost to taxpayers. There are also
grants and educational materials available via Governor Walker's Task Force on Opioid Abuse.

Exercising these programs and expanding our resources will be key factors in
combating this issue. The 2018 data in the Wl ePDMP statistics for Forest County show a steady
increase from year to year and my goal is to stop this increasing problem that is deeply
impacting our community. | strongly feel constantly trying new tactics and being open-minded
to search for methods that show positive results is needed. We can't keep wasting time and
money on old tactics that statistically have proven to be ineffective. I'm not saying that a new
method is going to stop this problem, but I feel it is important to keep exploring other tactics to
get positive results and to avoid being patterned by the drug dealers and users.

Rescheduling the Sheriff's Office Drug Unit is another area of concern I feel needs
attention. It is no secret the units current schedule is Monday through Friday day shift. In my
experience as a law enforcement officer, drug offenders are far more active during the evening
and weekend hours. Although drug arrests have occurred during weekday hours, the unit could
be much more effective working hours where the probability of drug activity is greater. Opioid
use and opioid related deaths are hoth increasing in our community and exercising all resources
possible along with proactive tactics is anecessary direction to combat this serious epidemic.
