Conservation Corner is a weekly article produced
by the Forest County Land &Water Conservation
Department.

Forest County Farmers and Landowners, you
may have received a survey in the mail from our office at
the end of 2019. Land Conservation Technician, Cassidy
Neilitz, put the survey together and has been receiving
your responses. This week, she put together a Flow Chart
to explain the process.

Step 1: On-Site Visit

Conservation Staff will meet with the
Landowner/Grantee onsite to discuss the project.

Step 2: Permit Application Submission

The landowner will submit any required permits.
Step 3: Conduct Site Survey

If required, Conservation Staff will work with a
Surveyor to conduct a site survey with landowner
permission.

Step 4: Design Plan

Conservation Staff will design the project to meet
the applicable Natural Resource Conservation Service
(NRCS) standards. This design will include cost estimates
as well as specifications.

Step 5: Plan Approval

Conservation Staff will submit the plan to a
DATCP Engineer. The DATCP Engineer will review the
design plana and note any required alterations to be
made.

Step 6: LCC Approval

Conservation Staff will present the approved
design plan to the Land Conservation Committee and they
will vote on the allocation of funds to support the project.

School District of Crandon School Board
passes resolution to put referendum on
April ballot

(Monday, January 6, 2020) The Crandon School
Board passed a resolution to seek a referendum that will
increase revenue limits for the School District of Crandon,
commencing with the 2020-2021 school year. The School
Board met at a special meeting on Monday, January 6,
2020. The referendum question will be on the spring ballot,
held on Tuesday, April 7, 2020.

The District is asking for voters to consider the
operational non-recurring referendum question, which will
allow the District to exceed the State of Wisconsin’s
revenue limit by $1,000,000 for each of the next five years,
totaling $5 million by the end of the 2024-2025 school year.
District Administrator, Larry Palubicki will be holding
numerous informational meetings throughout the District
to present information on the referendum and to answer
any questions. The first meeting will be held on Monday,
January 27 at 6 pm in the auditorium at the Crandon
school. The school’s website, www.sdofcrandon.com, will
have information on the location of the remaining
meetings, which will be held each month through March
30.

Why ice fish?

All winters are different, and the current winter is no exception. This is Post Lake
taken from the bridge in Post Lake on January 2nd. Normally, this would be ice, but this
year, a fisherman could slide a boat in the water and go fishing. Saves boring holes, ice
scoops, untangling tipups and tipping over the minnow bucket.

This brings to mind a story told by Charlie May, the founder of Mays Bar west of
Crandon. He said that he and Herb Adams tried ice fishing just once. He claimed that by the
time they had a hold chopped big enough for the boat, it was time to go home.

January is Radon Awareness
Month

Radon is a naturally occurring gas that is
radioactive and can cause lung cancer. Radon can leak
into your home and is common in Wisconsin. While you
cannot see it or smell it, you can protect yourself from it.
Testing for radon is common when buying or selling a
home, but you should take action now by testing your
home.

You can buy a radon kit from local hardware
stores or the Forest County Health Department. Your first
radon measurement should be made for a minimum of two
days in the lowest lived in level of your home with the
windows kept closed. A basement can be considered
lived-in (for radon testing purposes) if it is occupied at
least 7 hours per week. Otherwise the main floor is the best
placetotest.

No follow up is needed if your levels are less than
4 pCi/L (picocuries per liter). You should test your home
again after any air sealing work, or heating/air
conditioning system changes, or foundation modification.
If your test results come back above the action level of 4
PCi/L, then along term test, at least 90 days and usually 6-
12 months, is recommended to gauge the home's annual
radon concentration. You can call 1-888-569-7236 to get
more information about longterm testing.

If your levels are 8pCi/L and above, you should
do afollow up short term testimmediately. If the average of
the two results is greater than 4 pCi/L, you should consider
fixing your home. The higher your short term test results,
the more certain is that you should fix your home.

Compared to radon entering your home through
the air, the risk is much lower in water. If you are concerned
about radon in water, contact your local water supplier, or
test your private well. You can refer to the "Citizen's Guide
to Radon", on the EPA website for more information at:
www.epa.gov/radon.

Radon testing kits can be purchased for $8.00 at
the Forest County Health Department at 715478-3371. If
you have questions about radon, you can call a state
radon expert at 1-888-5697236

Step 7: Landowner Consultation

Conservation Staff will meet with the
Landowner/Grantee to review the design plan, estimated
costs, and the contractor selection process.
Step 8: Contractor Selection

The Landowner will work with the Conservation
Staff to select a contractor to install the practice.
Step 9: Contract Signing

The Landowner/Grantee must sign the required
contracts before a Notary Public and submit them to the
Department.
Step 10: Owners Contact Contractor

The Landowner/Grantee should notify their
selected contractor and establish an approximate time for
projectinstallation.
Step 11: Project Installation

The Contractor should notify Conservation Staff
of the impending installation of the project.
Step 12: Installation Approval

Conservation Staff will work with the DATCP
Engineerto determine if the project was properly installed.
Step 13: Payment is Disbursed

The Department will issue a two-party check to
the Landowner/Grantee and the Contractor. The
Landowner/Grantee should sign this check and forward it
tothe Contractor.

In 1996, he was elected by
WTJA to sit on the National American Indian Court Judges
Association (NAICJA) as a steering committee member for
the region. In 1998, WTJA elected him to serve on the
Board of Directors for Region 10. Region 10 is comprised
of the tribal courts in the states of Michigan, Minnesota,
lllinois, Indiana, and Wisconsin. He served as Vice-
President of WTJA for 4 years and in 2015 he was elected
as its President. In 2001, he was elected to serve as
president of NAICJA. He continued to serve through 2009
and in 2015, was elected as a member of the Board. Judge
White-fish joined the faculty of the National Tribal Judicial
Center at the National Judicial College in 2008. These are
only some of the contributions he has made throughout
the judicial system.

He was a member of the Midewiwin Society and
practiced his Native American culture up to the day he
passed.

it was a waste of money and some never gave it any
thought. Probably, much like today. Some things never
change!

Currently, however, the unique old structure is
under scrutiny by the county board. The question is
whether or not to tear down the old building or do the
necessary repairs to keep the structure useful for
generations to come.

The various architectural firms we have hired all
opted for razing the building and even building a new one to
take its place. This didn't necessarily go over real well with
much of the citizenry, who like the architecture of the
building and would rather see it repaired and put to good
use than have it disappear. Either way, it takes money.

Removing the building isn't an easy or inexpensive
fix. Besides the cost of removal, there would also be a
renovation to the 1909 courthouse to make the south wall
look like the original brick work. This could be an
impossible task when it comes to matching brick. Or, do we
leave the addition in place that connects the old jail with the
1909 courthouse? Whatever the option, there would be
more than a tear down, with work required to rebuild walls
on the middle addition that houses a number of county
departments. The idea has been brought up that the tear
down may cost as much as the repairs to the old structure.

Lately, it has come up in discussion with the
building committee that there is a lack of adequate storage
for county records, with records stored in places like the old
VFW Hall, which is a wooden structure and far from
fireproof. Ideas have been bouncing around to do the most
urgent repairs to maintain the building and make the old
sheriff's residence and jail a safer place for record storage.
Urgent repairs would be a new roof, replacing at least some
of the windows, some tuck pointing on the brick walls in
some areas, a look at the wiring, and possibly a handicap
accessible ramp over the concrete steps on the south
facing porch. It has also been discussed that spreading out
the expense of some of the repairs would make it easier on
the county budget, much like a home owner repairing and
maintaining his house over time.

This subject and all of its facts will be discussed at
subsequent county committee meetings and finally at a full
board meeting. As a citizen, feel free to make your opinion
made to your county representative.
