On June 16, 2021, The Wisconsin Department of

Health Services released new information about the

newest variant of, variant B.1.617.2, also known as the

Delta variant. Following the CDC's recent classification

update on June 14, DHS will begin reporting current case

counts that are updated weekly, starting tomorrow, June

17. This strain was previously classified as a variant of

interest, but has since been raised to a variant of concern.

The CDC has established criteria for identifying variants

that may be more worrisome than others. Variants are

most commonly raised to variants of concern if they show

evidence of being more contagious, causing more severe

illness, or are more difficult to treat using known therapies.

DHS, using CDC's criteria, publicly reports on variants of

concern.

To date, 26 cases of the Delta variant have been

identified in Wisconsin since April 2021. Variants are

identified through a process called whole genome

sequencing. Whole genome sequencing takes a sample

of the virus from a positive SARS-CoV-2 test specimen and

reads its genetic code. DHS, the Wisconsin State

Laboratory of Hygiene, and other laboratory partners

regularly perform whole genome sequencing on a portion

of positive tests.

"Wisconsin continues to report an increasing

proportion of COVID-19 cases across the state that are

variants of concern,” said DHS Secretary-designee Karen

Timberlake. “We urge Wisconsinites to protect

themselves, their families, and their communities by

getting vaccinated. The sooner people get vaccinated

against COVID-19, the less opportunity for the virus to

keep mutating.”

The Delta variant was first discovered to be

circulating in India in samples from October 2020, and has

continued to spread to other parts of the world. It is

attributed as the cause of a recent rise in cases in the U.K.

According to recent data, researchers believe the

Delta variant spreads more rapidly and easily than the

original strain of SARS-CoV-2. It is not yet known if this

variant has any impact on disease severity. There is some

evidence to suggest that therapeutics, such as

monoclonal antibody treatments, may be less effective

against this variant because of its unique mutations. Some

laboratory studies have suggested that antibodies

produced by the body in response to natural infection or a

COVID-19 vaccine may be less effective at defending

against the Delta variant virus than the original strain.

Fortunately, the COVID-19 vaccines available in the U.S.

have shown they provide some protection against the

Delta variant.

As new variants emerge, it is essential to get

vaccinated and continue public health practices to

prevent the spread of COVID-19. Further mutations of the

virus can be prevented as more people get vaccinated. By

getting vaccinated, you stop the spread.

For Old Time's Sake

Many people will remember attending grade school in this building when the Argonne Centennial takes place

in August. It was a high school as well as a grade school in the early days. That changed about 1940 when Argonne kids

were bussed to high school in Crandon. And, it wasn't just Argonne kids who put in their first eight years of school in this

building. Hiles kids were bussed to Argonne.

The gym was in the old Argonne Town Hall. It was a noisy event when there was a basketball game. The ceiling

was low, and Argonne basketball players shot a low ball with backspin. The visiting team usually gave up the ball a few

times when their shot hit the ceiling. And there was the floor register to avoid when dribbling. Those were the days!

For the second consecutive year, Nicolet College has been named a Promising Places to Work award winner

by two national organizations that support diversity efforts by community colleges across the country.

41st Annual Antigo Tater Trot to

Resume in Person

Citing his ability to serve as a catalyst for innovation,
remove barriers for students to higher education, and
advance academic achievement, the Wisconsin Technical
College System has awarded Nicolet President Richard
Nelson with its prestigious 2021 Eagle Management
Leadership Award.

“Dr. Nelson took an early, passionate and
productive interest in the ability of technical colleges to
serve all students,” said Morna Foy, president of the
Wisconsin Technical College System.

“Because of his unique style and ability to lead
from a strengths-based approach, he has fostered
collaboration across a wide variety of college and
business functions, maximizing resources and
accelerating innovation.”

Foy cited several advancements at Nicolet during
his six-year tenure, several serving as a model for other
technical colleges across the state to follow.
These include, in part:
- Nicolet being the first technical college in Wisconsin to
implement the Competency-based Education (CBE)
model of learning.

Using free online and other free
instructional materials known in academic circles as Open
Educational Resources (OER) collected by college staff,
students no longer need to buy textbooks for many Nicolet
classes. All OER material that makes it into Nicolet classes
goes through a rigorous review process to ensure it meets
high academic standards.
- With a passion for community and technical colleges as
catalysts for entrepreneurship, Nelson made building a
regional entrepreneurial network a top priority for the
college. Under his leadership, Nicolet took a lead role in
the design and early development of The GRID, Guiding
Rural Innovation and Development, which is a regional
initiative to create an entrepreneurial mindset and build a
culture of innovation in the Northwoods.

Nelson was nominated for the Eagle Award by Kate
Ferrel, executive vice president of academic and student
affairs at Nicolet.

“Dr. Nelson remains true to the Nicolet College mission
and uses it as his touchstone,” Ferrel said. “He often
remarks that our work is constantly changing, but our
mission – to transform lives, enrich communities, foster
economic development, and expand employment
opportunities – is not.”
