He died May
14, 2007, in Salman Pak, Iraq, when his unit came in
contact with enemy forces using an improvised explosive
device and small-arms fire.

Sgt. Gonzalez was from the Navajo Nation. He
enlisted in the Army in 2001. He served two tours in Iraq
and did an eight- month tour in Korea.

John Brensinger gave a brief history on Patrick
Henry. The legion gave a 21 gun salute, the flag was
raised, taps were played and the service was concluded.

To the Editor:
Last week a letter to the Editor of this paper

expressed concern about our country's national debt. The
St. Louis branch of the Department of the Treasury has
tracked the nation's debt since 1966. It reveals that a rapid
increase in the national debt coincided with a series of tax
cuts favoring the very wealthy. The graph shows that
following the 2001 and 2003 tax acts our national debt
started to skyrocket.

The fact that they did favor the very wealthy is
confirmed by an article in the May 2024 Newsweek showing
the tax rate of the 400 richest Americans (23%) is now for the
first time lower than the tax rate of the bottom half of our
workers (24%)

The Center on Budget Policy Priorities, 10/23/2017
reports that these tax cuts benefitted primarily the top-
income taxpayers. They did not improve economic growth
or pay for themselves as promised. Instead, they ballooned
our national debt and contributed to an increase in income
inequality.

While the Newsweek article reveals they failed to
pay for themselves they did transfer a greater tax burden
onto the hard-working lower-income workers.

With the question of continuing this shift in tax
burden ahead in 2025, it is not surprising a multi-millionaire
from California has announced his candidacy for Senator in
Wisconsin. Cutting social programs by the government
that he advocates to lower the national debt will have no or
minimal impact on the ultra-wealthy. However, addressing
a real cause of the problem by restoring fairness in our tax
rates to lower the debt is not on his agenda

“Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act”
In response to Mr. Bill Farr’s recent letter to the

editor, I fully agree that the federal debt has risen to massive
levels. Both Republicans and Democrats are responsible for
the debt. The last time there was a balanced budget was in
1997 during the Clinton Administration. There’s plenty of
blame to go around. But the infrastructure bill that I
addressed in my earlier letter, and to which Mr. Farr
responded, does NOT increase the national debt. The
infrastructure plan is fully paid for without borrowing and
without “printing” money, as Mr. Farr suggests.

But don’t take my word for it. At least two
independent groups have analyzed the “Infrastructure
Investment and Jobs Act” and agree that it is fully paid for.
The “Committee for a Responsible Federal Budget” and
“Penn Wharton University of Pennsylvania” have analyzed
the plan and agree that it meets its goal of covering the
expenses over 15 years without incurring further debt. A
simple online search will support this.

Some background might help explain how a $1.2
Trillion project can be paid for. Funds that had been set
aside to support the federal response to the pandemic and
were not disbursed were redirected to infrastructure
covering over half of the expense. Another major source of
funding comes from a partial reversal of the Trump corporate
tax cut of 2017. President Trump reduced the tax rate from
35% to 21% providing a windfall to billion-dollar
corporations. The infrastructure law moderates the tax rate
to 28%. It also prevents corporations from claiming offshore
tax havens to avoid paying federal income tax. Other
sources include over $30 Billion in SBA funds that remained
unused, and $3 Billion in relief funds for anticipated airlines
hires that did not materialize. Budgetary adjustments often
are required but can only be accomplished if both sides
work together.

But Mr. Farr, you miss the point of my letter of May
20. Political accomplishments can occur, even in this
divisive environment, when there is someone at the helm
that understands how the mechanisms in Washington are
supposed to work. Joe Biden has been able to shepherd
through Congress the “Infrastructure Investment and Jobs
Act” bringing jobs and investment to northern Wisconsin.
The “Chips and Science Act” provides expansion of the
production of computer chips in the United States, reducing
our reliance on China for the technology. The “Pact Act”
provides a significant expansion of services to toxic-
exposed Veterans. And there’s more if you do a little
research; lowering drug costs by limiting the price of insulin
and allowing Medicare to negotiate for the cost of
medications with drug companies, lowering the number of
Americans without health care by nearly 6 million, and
imposing a minimum tax rate for billion-dollar corporations.

Experience and temperament matter. None of this
could happen in the previous administration because of an
inability, or unwillingness, to understand the process. There
is now a stability and effectiveness in the Presidency that
was lacking during in the last Administration. The choice in
November should be obvious.

Since its inception in 1995 by the American
Academy of Dermatology, the first Monday of May each
year marks Melanoma Monday, initiating Skin Cancer
Awareness Month.

This period serves as a global call to action to
increase awareness about melanoma, a highly lethal skin
cancer variant, urging individuals to inspect their skin for
any unusual growths or marks.

Melanoma arises from the uncontrolled
replication of melanocytes, the cells responsible for skin
pigment, transforming them into cancerous cells.

The American Cancer Society highlights
melanoma's danger due to its potential for quick spread to
other body areas. Depending on the melanoma type, this
spread can occur in a matter of weeks or over many years.

Melanoma might form within an existing mole or
emerge on previously unaffected skin. Although areas
frequently exposed to the sun are more prone to
melanoma, it can develop anywhere on the body.

"Melanoma doesn't discriminate, but it poses a
higher risk to individuals with lighter or less pigmented
skin," comments Patrick Kehoe, MD, a board-certified
dermatologist at Aspirus. "The most avoidable risk factor is
long-term, cumulative exposure to sunlight. Ultraviolet
light exposure, from sunlight or more hazardously from
tanning beds, can induce cell mutations leading to
melanoma," says Dr. Kehoe.

How to Identify Melanoma
The ABCDEs of early melanoma detection

Monitoring for new or changing moles, spots that
grow quickly, or alterations in existing skin marks is crucial.

Detecting melanoma early significantly diminishes
the risk of it metastasizing to other body parts, potentially
saving lives.

For early melanoma detection and to safeguard
yourself and your loved ones, remember the ABCDE guide:

A stands for Asymmetry – Where the two halves of the mole
do not match.
B is for Border – Noting moles with uneven, fuzzy, or notched
borders.
C refers to Color – Highlighting moles that contain several
hues or shades, with the presence of grey, black, blue, or
white being particularly alarming.
D denotes Diameter – Signaling moles larger than the size of
a pencil eraser.
E stands for Evolution – Indicating any change in the mole's
appearance over time.

“Preventing melanoma effectively means protecting
your skin from solar radiation," advises Dr. Kehoe. "I advocate
using sunscreen with a minimum SPF of 30, offering broad-
spectrum protection. Reapply sunscreen every two hours,
more so after swimming or perspiring, and consider wearing
sun-protective clothing."

Skin cancer, when identified early, is highly
treatable. If you notice any new, unusual, or evolving spots
on your skin, or spots that itch or bleed, consult a board-
certified dermatologist immediately.
